It’s a kaleidoscopic 
whirl of science fiction, sharp social commentary, 
pseudo-blaxploitation stylistics, and concert 
performance, in which Ra and leads an movement to 
resettle the Black race on his utopian space colony.

Household Saints (1993)

Digitally restored and remastered by Lightbox 
Film Center at University of the Arts, Household 
Saints is Nancy Savoca’s comic chronicle of 
a spirited Italian-American New York family 
perfectly balances humor, tragedy, and pathos.

Drift

Jacqueline (Cynthia Erivo), a young refugee, lands 
alone and penniless on a Greek island, where 
she tries to survive and cope with her past. While 
gathering her strength, she begins a friendship 
with a rootless tour-guide (Alia Shawkat) and 
together they find the resilience to forge ahead.
