49% of our filmmakers identify as women or nonbinary, 49% as 
BIPOC directors, and 19% as part of the LGBTQIA+ community. 
62% of the feature films come from first- or second-time filmmakers, 
and 67% of the films currently do not yet have US distribution, 
making the Festival an opportunity to discover stories you may not 
see anywhere else.

Standby: If advance tickets sell out, a Standby line typically 
forms about one hour before showtime. Around 10 minutes 
before the screening, any available seats are sold first-come, 
first-served.
